Dr. Erik van Kuijk introduced Dr. William Mileski, Professor in the Department of Surgery, Chief of Trauma
Services and Director of Emergecy Medicine at UTMB. He presented on UTMB ER and Trauma Center
Reopening.

Dr. William Mileski shared with us the statistics since reopening the UTMB ER. The PICU should be open by

Christmas. The Trauma Center will be a level 1 center in the future with doctors, operating rooms, tests and the
required research and education programs. Before the storm, UTMB’s Trauma Center had the lowest mortality

rate in the nation. They have 27 rooms in their ED Acute Care Area with two full time faculty doctors and




several residents on duty 24/7. The work stations have been redesigned and equipped with updated technology.
Another area is the Minor Emergency Area open 16 hours a day with 7 treatment rooms. The goal is to have
empty waiting areas because they want to get the patients into the room and being served more promptly. To
facilitate this the entire staff went through customer service training. They also have a Specialty Care Area with
specialties in Geriatrics, Stroke, Chest Pain and Referrals.
